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Giancarlo Fisichella has not been very lucky
recently but he has always performed very well
in Montreal. This week-end would be ideal for
a very good performance.

Giancarlo, you’ve always been competitive in
Montreal. Could you explain why?
"Everybody is asking me this question and, to
be honest, I don’t really know the answer. It’s
true that I’ve always been quick here. The track
is a bit special, the grip is quite low and the cars
tend to slide. Your driving style has then to be
very precise. You must feel the car, and control
it at all times in order to save the tyres. Moreover,
the chicanes need a special technique if you
want to keep your speed. I’m not too bad at this."

Recently, McLaren has been very quick. Will
they be your n°1 rival once again?
"I think so. The McLarens have been competitive
recently and I think they still have a bit of an
advantage in terms of pure performance. This
said, Montreal is quite an unusual track and we
have good chances to shine. We’ll aim for the
win - the R25 has been competitive on every
single track so far. I can’t see why it wouldn’t be
quick here. The new qualifying format, also, has
brought strategy back and Renault is very good
at it."

This week-end would be ideal to score a lot of
points...
"Exactly! I won the first race and I’ve had some
problems on every single one after that. I really
want to come back strongly and to put a very
good performance this week-end. I’m in good
shape, I’m motivated and I know I have the right
car. What more can I ask for?"

Fisichella determined to fight for the win
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Michael Schumacher pushes on
Michael Schumacher only arrived at the track in the
afternoon on Thursday and his first job was to sit
down amongst the plants and bushes that decorate
the Ferrari paddock area and talk to the press.

It was a brief meeting and the first question was
about concerns raised after Kimi Raikkonen’s
accident a fortnight ago at the Nurburgring, after his
flat-spotted front tyre caused his suspension to break.

“You cannot just say this accident was due to the
new rule forbidding tyre changing during a race,”
began the reigning world champion. “If you look at
the situation last year, when tyre changes were
allowed, we saw some tyre failures even then."

"It is down to the tyre manufacturers to now produce
tyres that last the whole distance, but in the case of
Kimi it was actually caused by driver error, as flat-
spotted the tyre. You cannot insure against ever
making mistakes. It was his decision to stay out on
track which is fair enough, as it is very difficult decision
to make in a situation like that.”

As for this weekend in Montreal, Schumacher agreed
with a questioner who reminded him of his excellent
record in the Canadian GP. “Yes, that’s true,” said
the German, “and we would like to maintain that this
weekend. We have some improvements on the car,
but the question is always the same – will it be
enough. Anyway, we wil l  keep f ighting.”

The Ferrari man went on to maintain that, apart from
the obvious disappointment, he was able to deal
with this period of races without a win. “In the past,
we went many years without winning and I dealt with
it then and it is not a problem now. We are facing a
different challenge at the moment and although the
results have not been so good, our race pace is
competitive, so we just have to keep on working to
get it right in the other areas.”

Regarding his chances of maintaining his
championship title, Schumacher took the same view
as he always has done in these situations. “I just
think it is not yet over mathematically and so that’s
the way I look at it.”

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The Canadian Grand Prix was moved to Montreal in 1978, as
Mosport Park was thought to be outdated and too dangerous.
It was built around the site of Expo 67, and it is a mixture of
street circuit and permanent road course. Downtown Montreal
is only a stone's throw away.

One look at the circuit is enough to tell the story. This track
breaks many a car. The first chicane catches out even the best
of driver, then there is a kink leading into the Senna hairpin,
which leads the left-right "s".

The first race held on this circuit showed a maiden victory for
the local hero, Gilles Villeneuve. In 1982, the track was renamed
in his memory, and saw tragedy when Riccardo Paletti was
involved in an opening lap accident, running into the back of
Didier Pironi's stalled Ferrari, an accident that claimed Paletti's
life.

The strangest finish ever remembered at Montreal was when
Nigel Mansell was leading, and celebrated a little too soon. He
coasted to a halt and stalled the Williams, allowing a very
surprised Nelson Piquet to win his last victory for Benetton.

Michael Schumacher raced to victory in 1997 when the race
was shortened because Olivier Panis crashed his Prost, breaking
his leg. In 1998 Michael Schumacher won the race that was
referred to by many as a Formula One demolition derby as
there was drama from the opening lap. The race was red flagged
after Ralf Schumacher stalled his Jordan on the grid, causing
confusion, then as the cars came into the opening chicane,
Alexander Wurz's Benetton, cut across the grass, jumping over
Jean Alesi, before rolling twice. This accident saw 4 cars off the
track. Trull i, Alesi, Herbert, and of course, Wurz.

1999 saw three world champions come unstuck when the all
lost control at the final turn. Damon Hill, in his last Canadian
race before retirement, Jacques Villeneuve for BAR and Ferrari
driver, Michael Schumacher. Mika Hakkinen went on to win the
event, however Michael led home a Ferrari one two in 2000
with Benetton driver Giancarlo Fisichella completing the podium.

The 2001 event saw rain begin to fall about two-thirds of the
way in and Giancarlo Fisichella benefited by making his one
and only stop at the perfect time. While the other drivers were
forced to make a second stop due to the rain, Giancarlo put
wets on in his one and only pit to finish the race on the podium
and continue his good form in Canada. Ralf Schumacher won
the event followed home by brother Michael who took the win
the following year with David Coulthard in second place.

In 2003, Michael Schumacher claimed his 68th victory in Montreal
this afternoon after snatching the lead from brother Ralf after
his first and faster pit stop. Ralf finished in second place ahead
of his teammate Juan Pablo Montoya with Fernando Alonso
crossing the line close to the Williams gearbox for fourth place.

2004 was another all Ferrari affair with Michael Schumacher
taking the win from team-mate Barrichello by five seconds with
Jenson Button third for BAR Honda. BMW Williams suffered a
double race disqualification as did the Toyota outfit after it was
found that both teams ran illegal brake ducts in the 70-lap event.
For Williams it was a double disappointment as Ralf Schumacher
had qualified on Pole Position with Juan Pablo Montoya fourth
three places ahead of the fastest Ferrari…
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Pedro de la Rosa is back in the third McLaren Mercedes again this weekend for the Canadian Grand Prix, topping the
timesheets by two- tenths of a second from fel low test driver Ricardo Zonta in the Toyota.

McLaren dominated the session in many respects with both race drivers and de la Rosa all taking turns to head the
timesheets. The final minutes saw the Spaniard put in a string of quick laps in the MP4-20 hotly pursued by Zonta.

Kimi Raikkonen was third fastest ahead of Jenson Button in the BAR Honda. After such a dismal showing at the European
Grand Prix, BAR Honda seems to be back nearer the sharp end of the field this weekend in Montreal.

Michael Schumacher was fifth fastest in his Ferrari and should he win Sunday’s 70-lap Grand Prix, it would mark no
less than his eighth triumph at the circuit named after another Ferrari great – Gilles Villeneuve.

Juan Pablo Montoya ended the session in sixth position in his McLaren ahead of Giancarlo Fisichella in the sole Renault
to record a lap time in this session. Takuma Sato was eighth fastest in the second BAR Honda ahead of Ralf Schumacher
and Rubens Barrichello who rounded out the top-ten for Toyota and Ferrari.

Nick Heidfeld left until the final ten minutes of the session before heading out in his BMW Williams and was 11th fastest
just ahead of Jarno Trulli in the second Toyota and team-mate Mark Webber.

Felipe Massa was 14th in his Sauber Petronas just over two-tenths of a second clear of Scott Speed who made his
Grand Prix debut today in the third Red Bull Cosworth. Speed did a solid job in what is a pretty unfamiliar car to him
as he was the fastest of the three Red Bull runners and three-tenths clear of Jacques Villeneuve in the second Sauber.

Christian Klien and David Coulthard were 17th and 18th for Red Bull Racing ahead of Narain Karthikeyan in the Jordan
Toyota. Minardi duo Patrick Friesacher and Christian Albers were next up ahead of Tiago Monteiro in the second Jordan.
Championship leader Fernando Alonso completed an out lap in his Renault, but did not attempt a lap time.

# 08/19CANADIAN GP
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As you were. Not content with dominating the first practice session in his McLaren Mercedes, Pedro de la Rosa continued
where he left off dominating the second practice session of the Canadian Grand Prix weekend. As was the case in the
first session, it was again Ricardo Zonta who came closest to beating the Spaniard for pace in his Toyota, but had to
settle for second position just under two- tenths of a second off the ultimate pace.

With the two test drivers out-front for McLaren and Toyota respectively, Championship leader Fernando Alonso took
the third position in his Renault. After sitting out the first session, Alonso put in a good number of laps in the second
session, ending his day seven-tenths off a second off the fastest pace. Underlining the pace of the MP4-20 around the
4.361 KM Circuit Gilles Villeneuve, Juan Pablo Montoya and Kimi Raikkonen were fourth and fifth fastest ahead of the
second Renault of Giancarlo Fisichella. McLaren, Toyota and Renault are the team’s to beat again this weekend if
practice pace is anything to go by.

BAR Honda will be encouraged with positions seven and eight for Jenson Button and Takuma Sato. The team are much
closer to the pace this weekend than they were last time out at the European Grand Prix, although there is a three-
tenths of a second gap between Button and Fisichella that they wil l look to close overnight.
As in the first session, Ralf Schumacher and Rubens Barrichello round out the top ten for Toyota and Ferrari while Jarno
Trulli was 11th in his Toyota.

Mark Webber and nick Heidfeld were 12th and 15th respectively for BMW Williams, but it is fairly common for the Grove-
based squad to show little pace early on in the Grand Prix weekend as they work on Michelin tyre evaluations.
Jacques Villeneuve piped Felipe Massa by a hundredth of a second to take 13th position in his Sauber Petronas while
Michael Schumacher was just 16th fastest in the second Bridgestone-shod Ferrari. Clearly the team have more pace
than this time would indicate, but one doubts they have the pace to take it to the front runners in qualification on Saturday
afternoon.

Over at Red Bull Racing, it was a difficult session for all three runners. Scott Speed, making his Formula One debut
today in the third car spun out of the session 25-minutes into the session and was slowest of the 23 runners in this
session while race driver’s David Coulthard and Christian Klien were just 17th and 18th. Speed’s time set in session
one was however enough to lift his one position ahead of Tiago Monteiro overall today.

Patrick Freisacher was 19th in his Minardi ahead of both Jordan Toyota runners. Narain Karthikeyan was 20tyh in his
EJ15 and suffered a spin right at the end of the session with what looked to be overheating brakes. Christijan Albers
was 21st ahead of the struggling Monteiro in the second EJ15 with Speed slowest after losing much of the session in
his Red Bull Cosworth. The message is clear for most of the teams, McLaren, Renault and Toyota are on top again as
the team’s make their tyre compound decisions ahead of the third practice session of the weekend which begins
tomorrow at 15.00 CET.

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Championship leader Fernando Alonso and Renault team-mate Giancarlo Fisichella set the pace in the third practice
session of the Canadian Grand Prix weekend. Alonso, like most of his rivals sat out the first half of the 45-minute session,
but when on track, the Spaniard was more often than not at the head of the timesheets.

Fisichella lapped just under two-tenths of a second off his team- mate’s best lap time and was a tenth ahead of Kimi
Raikkonen in the McLaren Mercedes. The battle for supremacy seems to be between Renault and McLaren this weekend
at Circuit Gilles Villeneuve.

BAR Honda continue to look in much better form than of late with Takuma Sato leading the way for the team in fourth
position just ahead of Jenson Button. BMW Williams, off the pace on Friday, took sixth and eighth positions this morning
with Mark Webber having the upper hand over Nick Heidfeld by a tenth of a second.

Michael Schumacher split the Williams duo in his Bridgestone-shod Ferrari in seventh position and as ever, could well
spring a surprise before the chequered flag falls on Sunday afternoon.

Juan Pablo Montoya was ninth in the second McLaren, nine-tenths slower than team-mate Raikkonen on this occasion,
while Felipe Massa rounded out the top ten in his Sauber Petronas.

Toyota driver’s Ralf Schumacher and Jarno Trulli were 11th and 12th fastest respectively ahead of Jacques Villeneuve
in the seconds C24. Red Bull Cosworth continued its’ difficult weekend with Christian Klien just 14th and David Coulthard
16th. Rubens Barrichello split the two in 15th in the second Ferrari.

Narain Karthikeyan was 17th in the leading Jordan but seemed to suffer some kind of mechanical problem late in the
session that saw him touring back to the Jordan pit. The session was desperately slow early on with Tiago Monteiro
and Patrick Friesacher trading fastest times for the first half of the session. Monteiro eventually got the better time in
18th with Friesacher and Albers bringing up the bottom of the timesheets.

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Kimi Raikkonen looked to finish the final practice session down the order ahead of qualifying later on today but the Finn
timed his final run to perfection, heading out with just over three minutes remaining in the session and moving fastest
with a 1:14.232s best as the chequered flag flew at the end of the 45-minute session. Alonso too timed his final run
well, moving second fastest, but was a full four-tenths of a second down on the flying Finn.

Juan Pablo Montoya topped the timesheets for much of the session in his McLaren Mercedes, ending the session just
over half a second shy of his team-mate while Giancarlo Fisichella underlined the fact that McLaren and Renault are
the cars to have this weekend in Montreal by taking the fourth fastest time just a thousandth of a second slower than
Montoya.

Takuma Sato continued his very positive weekend with BAR Honda, recording the fifth best time just ahead of Ralf
Schumacher in the leading Toyota and team-mate Jenson Button in the second 007.

Michael Schumacher was eighth fastest in his Ferrari, leading the way amongst the Bridgestone runners. Schumacher
did not however have a trouble free session, spinning at one point before making his way gingerly back to the Ferrari
pit with some king off hydraulics problem.

Nick Heidfeld was ninth fastest in his BMW Williams, just ahead of team-mate Mark Webber. It remains to be seen what
Will iams can do in qualifying, as so far in Montreal, they have shown litt le pace in practice.

Rubens Barrichello was just 11th fastest in his Ferrari ahead of Felipe Massa in the leading Sauber Petronas. Jarno
Trulli was another to have mechanical problems, his Toyota Tf105 grinding to a halt as he exited the pit lane. The Italian
did however complete a run of laps at the end of the session indicating that the problem was relatively minor.

David Coulthard was 14th in his red Bull Cosworth just ahead of Jacques Villeneuve in the second Sauber and Christian
Klien in the second Red Bull. Jordan Toyota duo Narain Karthikeyan and Tiago Monteiro were 17th and 18th ahead of
Patrick Friesacher and Christi jan Albers who suffered two spin in the session in his Minardi.

Qualifying for the 70-lap Canadian Grand Prix begins at 19.00 CET and as ever, it seems that the battle will be between
the McLaren and Renault driver’s for the all-important Pole Position.

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Qualifs - (13.00 - 14.00) 06/11/2005

Jenson Button has claimed Pole Position for tomorrow’s 70-lap Canadian Grand Prix in a quite bizarre qualifying
session that saw the expected front-runners in this session not performing as expected. Button drove a clean lap to
take BAR Honda’s first Pole Position since the 2004 San Marino Grand Prix with a best lap of 1:15.217s, over two-
tenths faster than his nearest rival, but a second off the fastest time set in practice earlier today.

Michael Schumacher returns to the front row of the grid after a long absence, putting in another clean lap in his
Bridgestone-shod Ferrari. The Italian Champions had shown little pace in the four practice sessions leading up to
qualifying, so along with some other unexpected results, fuel strategy could well be key in Sunday’s big race.

Fernando Alonso, the final runner on track in the session, took third position for Renault just ahead of team-mate
Giancarlo Fisichella. Alonso heads into tomorrow’s race chasing his fifth victory of the season and looking to extend
his championship advantage over Kimi Raikkonen who, significantly starts back in seventh position.

Juan Pablo Montoya qualified his McLaren in fifth position, just under half a second off the Pole Position time ahead
of Takuma Sato in the second BAR Honda. Sato was the faster of the two BAR driver’s all-day long, but somehow,
he was over half a second down on Button when it really counted.

With Kimi Raikkonen down in seventh place, Jacques Villeneuve will have raised Sauber Petronas’ points hopes with
a fine eighth position on the grid at the circuit named after his father, while the Toyota duo of Jarno Trulli and Ralf
Schumacher round out the top ten.

Felipe Massa qualified the second Sauber in 11th position just ahead of David Coulthard in the Red Bull Cosworth.
BMW Williams must have something really special saved for race day as Nick Heidfeld and Mark Webber were just
13th and 14th fastest in this session. Heidfeld of course was on Pole last time out at the European Grand Prix and it
is probably safe to assume that his FW27 is heavy on fuel.

Christijan Albers did a very solid job to qualify his Minardi Cosworth in 15th position, less than three seconds off the
Pole Position time. Albers’ lap was good enough to see him out-qualify Christian Kline in the second Red Bull Cosworth
as well as the Jordan Toyota’s of Narain Karthikeyan and Tiago Monteiro.

Patrick Friesacher, faster than Albers for most of the weekend, was 19th and over a second behind Albers when it
really counted as he takes 19th while the final position goes to Rubens Barrichello.

The Ferrari driver set out on his out-lap as normal but soon coasted back to the pits with tell-tale smoke coming from
the back of the F2005. The unfortunate Brazilian, a fine third at Nurburgring starts the race from the back of the field
in quite a strange qualifying session.

So we have Jenson Button on Pole Position from the man everyone has written off this year – Michael Schumacher.
Either there are some varied strategies in terms of fuel load going on up and down the pit lane, or Formula One has
suddenly become completely unpredictable. If nothing else, it sets the scene for a most interesting Canadian Grand
Prix.

Kimi Raikkonen slashed the lead in the driver’s championship to Fernando Alonso had built up by a full ten points as
he took the chequered flag in a typically incident and accident prone Canadian Grand Prix. Michael Schumacher finished
in second position for Ferrari with Rubens Barrichello, starting from the pit-lane, finishing third in the second F2005.

The Canadian Grand Prix story in many ways is about who should, could and did not win the 70-lap drama. The race
began with Jenson Button on Pole Position for BAR Honda alongside Michael Schumacher. The start saw Giancarlo
Fisichella vault from fourth on the grid to lead with Fernando Alonso slotting into second position. As the Renault’s
streaked out into the lead, Button ran in third with Juan Pablo Montoya and Kimi Raikkonen tucked behind the BAR
Honda.

Fisichella held off Alonso’s challenge until lap 32 when his hydraulics systems developed a major problem and the
unfortunate Italian was into the pits next time around to retire from his fourth race of the season. Renault team-mate
Alonso assumed the lead but six laps later, perhaps pushing a little too hard, he clipped the wall with his right rear wheel
and he too toured to the pits to retire the Renault.

With both Renault’s out of the action and Button taking an early stop on a three-stop strategy, Juan Pablo Montoya took
over at the front with Kimi Raikkonen lurking a couple of seconds back in the sister McLaren Mercedes. The next chapter
of the drama to unfold was triggered by Button, who running third behind the McLaren duo, clobbered the infamous
‘champion's wall’ exiting the final turn bringing out the Safety Car, losing third position in the process.
